Chillicothe is the market center for an area that is roughly within a 30 minute drive time of 

downtown.  Although the 2010 Census verified that Chillicothe had grown by 547, fourteen out 
of the twenty-seven northern Missouri counties (counties that Highway 36 runs through and the 

counties north of Highway 36) lost population.  Four out of the seven counties that share a 
common border with Livingston County lost population. 

 

The population of our market area is declining resulting in a smaller employee pool and a 
shrinking retail market potential.  This situation is the continuation of a long term trend which 

continues to put pressure on our local businesses to look for ways to expand sales. 
 

One approach to counteract this trend is to employ tools to expand your business’s reach out-

side of the 30 minute drive time market.  Having an internet presence and being able to sell 
your product or service online is one potentially powerful way to expand your market.  Tools to support this activity have 

become more user-friendly and thereby easier to manage, maintain and adapt to a changing environment.  You might 
ask a fellow chamber member that has experience and success using these tools for a few tips and ideas on how to start 

using the internet to expand your market reach. 

 

Letting your customer know where you are located is one of the most difficult things to embed in the consciousness of 

potential shoppers.  Signage and store front window displays that grab attention and are kept fresh and updated can 
help.  The Chamber’s blast emails and The Buzz are two inexpensive ways to create excitement about your business and 

your business’s products or services, or promote your special event while reinforcing where customers can buy your 

products. 
 

The Chamber can’t grow the population of our market area, but we engage in activities and events that help make the 
community attractive to visitors, potential new residents and customers.  Additionally, the Chamber along with Chilli-

cothe Main Street is launching a “Think Local, Buy Local” program to maximize the potential of our local buying power.  

This initiative is in addition to the successful “Chillicothe Cash” program.  I would encourage you to support these worth-
while efforts, utilize the marketing tools available through the Chamber to promote your business, and explore ways to
